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Abstract

A study on payment method of public works through its

comparative analysis with other types of business

Environment surrounding public works is rapidly changing. The Japanese construc-
tion industry is now facing a moment of changing the payment method of public works.

Introduction of the progress payment method is one of the greatest issues of im-
provement of Japanese public works execution. The author believes that we should in-
troduce the progress payment method into the public works; however, many opposing
opinions exist for increase in office works associated with document preparation and
making payment. It seems that a fundamental reason for most of opposing opinions is
that we cannot see an effect of the new a payment method definitely.

There is a method to "learn from the history" as one of the methods to estimate an
effect of introduction of a new system.

In this study, the author comparatively analyzed characteristics of payment methods
of business transactions in the marine industry, which has experienced a major change in
its payment method, and the kimono fabrics industry, where there has been no major
change.

At first the author conducted the literature survey about characteristics of the pay-
ment method of public works in our country, the U.S., and European countries. Next the
author tried to clarify characteristics of payment methods of other types of industry in-

cluding marine industry and kimono fabrics industry by conducting interviews and



questionnaire surveys. As concrete investigation items, the author focused on the history
of each industry, reasons for a major change in the payment method if there is any change,
and characteristics of the current payment method.

Based on the above analysis, the author discussed the propriety of introduction of the
progress payment method into public works by on the basis of the marine industry with
experience of a major change in a payment method in the past.

It is concluded that introduction of the progress payment method is necessary for the

Japanese public works.
