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Abstract

Development of the portal site for special needs education in

Kochi

The handicapped child and her/his parents are supported from various agencies
such as government, prefecture, the special-needs school and so on. In Kochi, Japan,
each support agency shares the policy of support. Kochi’s agencies exchange children’s
information and support together according to each child’s situation. When handi-
capped child’s parents are supported at the first time, they choose information required
for their family from informations that each agency provided. When support has started,
each agency considers that face-to-face communication and each agency’s cooperation
are important.

However, some agencies do not provide enough informations. If the parents want to
acquire informations from these agencies, they cannot acquire useful information. More-
over, the cooperation of agencies is not systematized and is not worked well. Therefore,
it is difficult for the handicapped child and her/his parents to support flexibly.

In this study, we developed the portal site for special-needs education in Kochi.
By using the portal site, the parents can communicate to the agency easily. On the
other hand, the agency can provide information easily and communicate to the parents
or other agencies. Moreover, we evaluated the portal site in school of deaf. As a result,

we confirmed that the portal site is effective.
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
