The purpose of this study is to consider the spatial quality of the sacred and burial places along the
waterways and elucidate the meaning of existence of the waterways: A study of Yamadazekiisuji.
The spatial quality includes quality of the distribution and direction, or quality of the location and
arrangement, or the origin of space.

Yamadazekiisuji are the three waterways (Uwayu, Nakayu and Funaire) that are flowing from
Yamadazeki - the division weir constructed by the riparian work of Kenzan Nonaka in the feudal age.
Though Yamadazekiisuji are artificial structures, along them there are many sacred places that have
small ritual facilities or shrines and burial places that have graves and they create attractive scenery.

At the time of the consideration, this study focuses on relation between the lay of the land or living
space of village communities along waterways and the sacred and burial places. Then find out the
meaning of existence of the waterways for community residents by connecting with the sacred and

burial places that are extraordinary and have deep spiritual meaning.
