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Abstract
Consideration on the spatial quality of villages and Shinto shrines in Monobe river

basin
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The purpose of this study is to consider on the spatial quality of villages and Shinto
shrines in Monobe river basin. Spatial quality means overall quality of architectural

compositions, such as location, direction, arrangement and so on.

The Monobe river flows through the central area of Kochi prefecture. Numerous villages
and shrines are located in Monobe river basin. In each village there are various and
weather. Among various conditions, there are village and shrine space according to
each situation. Conversely, it is possible to understand how people grasp the place
and how they can live by grasping the way of the village and the space of the shrine.
This research is conducted by the following process

First, we consideration on the spatial quality of villages and Shinto shrines in the
village unit, show the spatial relationship between the village and the shrine. Next,
we will clarify the spatial quality of villages and shrines in the Monobe river basin.
Finally, we clarify how each village is influenced by the spatial composition of the
Monobe river basin. And, we clarify what kind of role each village plays in the whole.
Such a process makes it possible to clarify the village and the space of the shrine
on a comprehensive scale ranging from a small living world of each village to a large
area of the Monobe river basin.

Currently, the Monobe river basin is undergoing depopulation, and villages and shrines
are on the verge of extinction. Leaving the village and the space of the shrine as
a record is also important in the sense that it will become a clue to preserve the

way of life at that time in future generations
