In Sukumo city, located in the southwestern part of Kochi Prefecture, there is Higashi
Sukumo Station on the Tosa-Kuroshio Railway Sukumo Line near the old town area, and the

termius Sukumo Station is in the new urban area.

And Sukumo Station, the last stop of the line, is in the new town. Since the opening of
Sukumo Station in 1997, the surrounding area has begun to develop, while the old town, on
the contrary, has started to become desolate. On the other hand, a Nankai Trough
earthquake is expected to occur in the near future, and in the worst case, a tsunami could

destroy existing urban areas.

In preparation, Sukumo City is taking proactive measures such as moving the city hall to
higher ground. In addition, Kochi Prefecture has formulated a reconstruction plan, and
although the plan shows a general recovery plan, there is no plan tailored to the situation in

Sukumo City .

This plan presents a post-disaster reconstruction and urban development plan based on the
assumption that Sukumo City will be destroyed by the tsunami caused by the earthquake.

This plan gives special consideration to the following five points.

1) Reduce the size of the urban area to an appropriate size under the circumstances of

recent population decline.

2) In order to prevent a repetition of the disaster, measures such as relocation to higher

ground will be implemented.
3) Sukumo City has its current history and succession.

4) Develop a transportation network of railroads and highways to and from the city

center.

5) To balance disaster countermeasures and the scenic relationship the city and the sea.
