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Abstract

Spatial design for the continuation of Urajo and Anabe settlements located on Yoshima Island.

The purpose of this design is to plan the spatial design for the continuation of Urajo and
Anabe settlements, on Yoshima Island in Sakaide City, Kagawa Prefecture.

Urajo and Anabe settlements are adjacent to each other. These two settlements have two in
one relationship. This relationship is very unique characteristic. Urajo is a representative
settlement of Yoshima. In Urajo there are a lot of large residences facing the Seto Inland Sea.
Main public facilities, such as shrine, temple, community center are located. Anabe, on the
other hand, is considered the residential-specific area. In Anabe a lot of houses are facing the
south, so these house are in a good living environment for the introduction of passive system.
Urajo needs man-power from Anabe. Anabe needs public facilities in Urajo. The above shows
that the two settlements have two in one relationship. Urajo and Anabe are the only
settlements that have two in one relationship in the Shiwaku Islands.

Currently, however, Urajo and Anabe are facing depopulation problems due to declining
population and aging society with fewer children. The number of islanders has declined from
1,000 at its peak to about 60, and the two settlements are in danger of disappearing. The
disappearance of these two settlements with unique characteristics is a loss of spatial value.
This design is aimed to the continuation of Urajo and Anabe settlements by developing

two in one relationship to neo two in one relationship. Neo two in one relationship will be
created from two perspectives. One is spatial perspective. The other is living perspective. In
terms of space, the design focuses on house sites, which are most important places in Urajo
and Anabe. By planning the rental sites with residential-formed flame, the Landscape of two
settlements will be succeeded and developed. In terms of living, the history and cuture of
Yoshima Island will be succeeded. In addition, diverse ways of life will be introduced by
providing rental site to new islanders.

This design aims for Urajo and Anabe settlements to survive forever by developing two in

one relationship to neo two in one relationship.
